The Pastor’s Mind’s Eye
Bury the Dead - Part2

The fact that we see this to be a “corporal” work of mercy flies in the face of the culture around us. Our modern
society seems schizophrenic when it comes to the body. On the one hand, we are fitness-conscious and we spend
much energy and money on being in shape and looking young and healthy. But then, at death, the body becomes at
best an inconvenience and at worst an embarrassment, something to be discretely gotten out of the way. The
funeral then becomes simply an occasion to remember the deceased.

How powerful and consoling, by contrast, are our Catholic funeral rites! They speak eloguently of the pain of loss,
faith in the Resurrection, the hope of eternal life mingled with prayers to assist the departed on their final journey,
and the sacramental life which plunges us, body and soul, into the death and resurrection of Christ.

One problem is that we do not know much about these rites unless we experience them firsthand at the death of a
loved one. At such a time of strong emotions, the Church’s ritual touches us on a very deep level, but we may not
be aware of what is going on. One simple suggestion for carrying out this work of mercy is to take a little time to
read over the Church’s funeral liturgy and meditate on the beauty of the truth of our faith enshrined there.
